Mumbai, 16 March 

In less than a fortnight 
from now, as Indian skies 
open up for international 

flights, summer vacationers 
are likely to choose overseas 
leisure destinations over 
domestic ones. But that 
wouldn’t make the latter any 
less attractive or lose the  
price premium they have  
been enjoying over the last 
couple of years. 

Temperatures are running 
high for those in the travel and 
hospitality business because 
they expect demand for both 
inbound and outbound travel 
to explode as vacationers head 
out to cooler climes during the 
peak summer months. 

The domestic tourism mar-
ket is 10 times bigger  
than the inbound market,  
says Kapil Chopra, 
founder, The 
Postcard Hotel, an 
ultra-luxury hospi-
tality brand. He 
points out that 
while a lot of 
Postcard’s regular 
guests will definite-
ly go for a vacation 
to destinations like 
Europe, it won’t 
impact the business 
at home since the 
demand for its properties has 
been far greater than what it 
can service. 

Postcard also expects to 
benefit from the inbound 
tourist. “We will be the first 
choice for inbound tourists,” 
he claims. Encouraged by the 
surge in demand, The 
Postcard Hotel has budgeted 
a 35 per cent year-on-year 
growth this summer. 

 Cooped up in their homes 

due to the pandemic, domestic 
travellers flocked to popular 
leisure destinations in large 
numbers and also created  
new travel circuits, says Vibhas 
Prasad, director, Leisure  
Hotel Group. “Our continued 
focus on experiential luxury in 
the hills has ensured that  
it’s the preferred hospitality 
chain for high-paying cus-
tomers,” he adds. 

The share of domestic trav-
el in the last two years rose to 
96 per cent from 66 per cent 
in the pre-pandemic phase, 
according to Prashant Pitti, co-
founder, EaseMyTrip, refer-
ring to bookings done through 
online travel agents. 

“We believe there will be a 
huge surge with demand 
exploding in the months of 
May, June and July,” Pitti adds, 
pointing out that domestic 
travel will continue to be very 

strong even as 
some head out of 
the country to 
unwind.  He 
expects air fares to 
shoot up substan-
tially as vacation-
ers pack their bags. 

The robust 
demand and limit-
ed supply will 
ensure that the 
average daily rates 
remain elevated 

and travellers will have to pay 
a premium much the same 
way they did during the  
winter break. 

Like Chopra and Prasad, 
Khush Kapoor, chief executive 
officer, Roseate Hotels & 
Resorts, is also looking to make 
the most of the demand surge 
this summer. He, too, doesn’t 
expect demand to moderate 
for the domestic leisure loca-
tions. If anything, it would 

only head north, believes 
Kapoor. “There’s apprehen-
sion due to the ongoing war in 
Ukraine and the fear of pan-
demic. Nobody wants to travel 
overseas away from the family 
and home for long. Hence, 
domestic travel trend will 
remain strong,” says Kapoor. 

Roseate has a strong order 
book for the months of April 
and May. “Our property in 
Rishikesh is already sold  
out for the season,” says 
Kapoor. Even corporate book-
ings by foreign travellers have 
started, he adds. 

Of the 160,000 branded 
hotel rooms that India has, the 
share of leisure is only 4 per 
cent. “The demand-supply 
mismatch is expected to con-
tinue till all the new invento-
ries in the pipeline are ready,” 

says Nandivardhan Jain, CEO, 
Noesis Capital & Advisors. As 
a result, branded properties 
will continue to command a 
premium during peak seasons, 
he adds. 

To make the most of this 
robust demand and plug the 
supply-demand gap, hospital-
ity firms of all hues are 
expanding at leisure locations 
at an aggressive pace. 

The Postcard has 23 prop-
erties under construction 
across India. “Every three 
months you will have a new 
Postcard opening,” says 
Chopra. Leisure Hotels, which 
has 29 properties in northern 
India, plans to add four more 
— one each in Uttarakhand, 
Bhimtal, Naukuchiatal and 
Mussoorie. It’s also in talks to 
set up new properties in Goa 
and Rajasthan. Roseate, too, 
is in talks with asset develop-
ers and is chalking out an 
expansion plan. 

The major investments 
planned by the government in 
India’s road and rail networks, 
coupled with the privatisation 
of airports in smaller cities, 
will help improve the regional 
and last-mile connectivity to 
several emerging tourist 
places. This is set to encourage 
hoteliers to tap further into 
the underserved leisure seg-
ment, according to hotel con-
sultancy HVS. 

Meanwhile, after a hiatus 
of two years, travel and tour 
operators are going all out  
to woo Indians to overseas 
holiday destinations with 
attractive offers. 

On Monday, Thomas Cook 
India and its group company 
SOTC Travel introduced the 
“Ultra Flexible” holidays plan 
that offers flexibility, choice 
and convenience at ~99,000. 
The eight-day tour package 
includes five days in 
Switzerland with the flexibil-
ity of choosing three days in 
France, Italy or Austria. Only 
those making the bookings by 
March 25 can avail of the offer. 

Thomas Cook and SOTC’s 
internal data-consumer 
insights reveal that with the 
constant changes brought 
about by the pandemic,  
flexibility is a key traveller 
need, the company said in a 
statement. “We’ve removed 
 all the restrictions that  
would typically come with 
such tours — so, no fixed 
departure dates or fixed 
departure cities, no minimum 
number of co-travellers and 
no fixed airline,” says Rajeev 
Kale, president and country 
head-Holidays, MICE, Visa, 
Thomas Cook (India). 

Tourism boards of popular 
destinations in Southeast 
Asia, like Singapore and 
Thailand, are hosting road-
shows and rolling out attrac-
tive travel packages for the 
Indian traveller. The lurking 
fear of the pandemic and geo-
political instability notwith-
standing, those planning a 
summer vacation seem to be 
spoilt for choice for now.

Open skies and 
soaring hospitality
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Contrary to expectations, domestic leisure will remain 
strong even after regular international travel resumes

Put off twice in the last two years due to 
Covid-19 pandemic, the evaluation of 
India by the Financial Action Task Force 
(FATF) could start by the end of the year. 
There are reasons the assessment this time 
round will be of significance. 

What is FATF and what is  
its objective? 
FATF is an inter-governmental body that 
sets standards, and develops and promotes 
policies to combat money laundering and 
terrorist financing. FATF’s international 
standards aim to prevent these illegal activ-
ities and the harm they cause 
to society. As a policy-making 
body, FATF works to generate 
the necessary political will to 
bring about national legislative 
and regulatory reforms in 
these areas. 

FATF currently comprises 
37 member jurisdictions (coun-
tries) and two regional organi-
sations (European ommission 
and Gulf Cooperation Council), 
representing most major financial centres 
in all parts of the globe. 

What are the FATF recommendations? 
The FATF recommendations set out a com-
prehensive and consistent framework of 
measures that countries should implement 
in order to combat money laundering and 
terrorist financing. FATF also works to stop 
funding for weapons of mass destruction. 

The recommendations are updated  
regularly.  

FATF monitors countries to ensure 
they implement its standards fully and 
effectively, and holds to account those  
that do not comply. It conducts peer 
reviews of each member on an ongoing 
basis to assess the levels of implementa-
tion of its recommendations. A complete 
mutual evaluation takes up to 18 months. 

What is FATF’s grey list? 
When FATF places a jurisdiction under 
increased monitoring, it means the coun-
try has committed to swiftly resolve the 
identified strategic deficiencies within 
agreed timeframes and is subject to 
increased monitoring. This list is often 
externally referred to as the “grey list”. At 
present, 23 countries — including Pakistan, 
Myanmar, Cambodia, Philippines, 
Morocco — are in the grey list. Above the 
grey list is what FATF refers to as a “high 
risk jurisdiction”, for countries with serious, 
strategic deficiencies in their anti-money 
laundering (AML) rules and regulations. 

When is India’s FATF review? 
Media reports suggested that 
the technical review for India 
will likely start in September-
October this year, followed by 
an on-site visit in February 
2023. The report of the assess-
ment will be published after 10 
months of the on-site visit. 

The last review of India was 
in 2010. In that review, FATF 
observed that India has made 
significant progress in address-

ing the deficiencies observed in the mutual 
evaluation report and removed the country 
from regular follow-ups. 

 
Why should India be concerned  
this time? 
The next round of review for India will 
be crucial since there have been several 
instances of major money laundering 
events in the last few years. At the same 
time, Indian financial sector regulators 
have increased their vigil and scrutiny on 
regulated entities. The focus on AML has 
gone up significantly from the regulator’s 
perspective in the last two-three years, as 
has the scrutiny of AML compliance of 
the regulated entities. 

As part of its preparation for the FATF 
assessment, the Reserve Bank of India 
has, for instance, introduced a dedicated 

KYC-AML inspection team to exclusively 
look into compliance of banks and other 
financial sector entities. 

Since the last FATF India review,  
several instances of high-profile financial 
fraud cases have been reported —  
from Yes Bank to IL&FS to Dewan  
Housing Finance. 

In all these cases, allegations of money 
laundering were levelled against the top 
management and promoters. These cases 
are currently being examined by the 
Enforcement Directorate for violation of 
anti-money laundering norms. 

In addition, questions over the demon-
etisation exercise of 2016 and the crack-
down on shell companies will be raised 
during the assessment. 

And then there is the recent case of the 
Paytm Payments Bank, now barred by the 
RBI from onboarding new customers. The 
banking regulator has ordered an external 
audit of the IT systems of the payments 
bank, the report of which will be taken 
into account before the ban is lifted. While 
the RBI has not spelt out the reason for 
clamping down on the entity, which is 
mainly into payments and remittances, 
sources indicate violation of the KYC-AML 
norms would be one. 

More importantly, the FATF looks  
at how many cases of violation of  
money laundering norms were lodged, 
cases where the chargesheet was filed,  
and the percentage of accused acquitted 
or punished. 

Another issue for India would be the 
PEP — Politically Exposed Persons — 
from the FATF point of view. There has 
been no mention of PEPs in the 
Prevention of Money Laundering Act, 
2002. This could be viewed as a regulatory 
gap during the FATF assessment. 

Financial sector is only a part of the 
FATF assessment. The watchdog will  
also look at other sectors such as nar-
cotics, smuggling, wildlife trafficking, 
which are known for fund diversion and 
money laundering.

Why the next FATF review  
is critical for India

DECODED 

How is BBC Studios placed in India?  
BBC Studios India has seen massive 
growth in scripted series, particularly on 
OTT. We’ve had 12 series commissioned 
for OTT in the last 2-3 years. There is 
Rudra, Bloody Brothers (being released 
on Zee5 later in March), Out of Love 
seasons 1 and 2 (the Indian remake of 
Doctor Foster), One of Us (the first 
regional scripted for Zee5). These 
original BBC shows are produced  
either by us or in association with 
Applause Entertainment. The idea is to 
bring all our formats, scripted and 
unscripted, to India.   

You have produced a lot of shows with 
Applause (Criminal Justice, Rudra, The 
Office, Out of Love). What is the 
arrangement?  
We are good friends with Sameer  
(Nair, CEO, Applause). He is 
sympathetic to British content; he 
understands our shows, 
protects their DNA. He has 
the contacts and the 
experience to adapt it for 
India. So, he is a good creative 
partner. We don’t have a deal 
with Applause; we take it 
project to project.  

How does BBC Studios 
Productions make its 
money?  
There is a format fee on any show. The 
rest of it works deal by deal.   

What are the major changes the India 
business has seen?  
First, four years ago, it was an absolutely 

nascent market — Netflix, Amazon 
Prime Video, Hotstar had just come in. 
Now these brands are no longer about 
experimenting (by consumers); they  

are established. Also, 
demand is stronger. 

Second, in the second 
wave of OTT, the players are 
more local. We are enjoying 
profitable conversations with 
several regional players and 
will be announcing a couple 
of regional shows. 

Third, four years ago, the 
opportunity in unscripted 

was more documentary-focused. There 
is now more optimism about what we 
can do in this. If 80 per cent of the 
programming we sold in India last year 
was scripted and the rest unscripted, in 
two years this will rebalance to two-third 
(67 per cent) scripted and one-third (33 

per cent) unscripted. The kind of shows 
that have succeeded in India have 
succeeded elsewhere — The Office, 
Criminal Justice. Some of those are dark. 
If SvoD (subscription-driven video on 
demand) has to increase, it cannot 
remain premium or dark; it needs to be 
more mainstream.   

How is linear TV doing for you  
as a studio?  
Four years ago, the business on linear 
was decreasing. It is now bouncing back. 
A strong brand like Dancing with the 
Stars (the American version of Strictly 
Come Dancing) is in more than 60 
countries; (The Great British) Bake Off is 
in 35 countries. These are meaningful 
for linear networks. So, our heritage 
brands are important to both 
broadcasters and OTTs. There is a 
blurring of lines between the two. Linear 
(TV) wants more premium, new stuff, 
while OTT is becoming more 
mainstream. It is a really exciting time to  
be in TV (business).  

What has the pandemic meant  
for BBC Studios?   
Just before the pandemic, the change in 
the international business had begun 
with the reorganisation from various 
regional businesses to a single line of 
business. To make it more coherent, we 
exited some joint ventures (All3Media in 
2020). We have been building a strong, 
multi-genre presence for both our 
scripted and unscripted content in key 
markets that connect with the BBC. The 
pandemic was problematic but very 
uniting. I spoke to the India office every 
week instead of once every month 
earlier. We realised what a huge amount 
of work could be done on Zoom. The 
delay in production gave us an 
opportunity to create and engage in 
locally relevant content. It also gave local 
teams a huge amount of time for 
developing shows.

In a global market dominated by large Hollywood studios, the £1.2-billion BBC Studios manages to stand 
on its own. Its perennial hits such as Top Gear, Doctor Who, The Great British Bake Off and Strictly Come 
Dancing along with the more recent ones (Criminal Justice, Doctor Foster) can be found in some form or 
the other in 200 countries. Earlier this month, Rudra: The Edge of Darkness launched on Disney+ Hotstar. 
The Indian version of the successful BBC series Luther is produced by Mumbai-based Applause 
Entertainment. Vanita Kohli-Khandekar spoke to MATT FORDE, managing director, International 
Production and Formats, on what BBC Studios is all about in India. Edited excerpts.
